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THE SEASON OF LENT 
 
The season of Epiphany is followed by Lent The name, “Lent,” is purely a natural description of a 

season.  It comes from an ancient Anglo-Saxon word describing the time when days lengthen.  Some 

northern languages still use it in that sense.  For our purposes inside the Church, it has come to mean 

that time when we anticipate the crucifixion and resurrection of our Lord. We are often tempted to 

associate Lent with dark and superstitious practices in the Middle Ages, but in fact, Lent is mentioned 

at the Council of Nicea in the fourth century.  When we celebrate Lent, we worship with the saints 

through the eons. 

 

The church season lasts forty days from Ash Wednesday until Easter, not including Sundays.  The 

reason for this is that every Sunday throughout every year is a celebration of the resurrection. That is 

why it is correct to speak of “Sundays in Lent” instead of “Sundays of  Lent.” 

 

In the Bible, blocks of forty days appear on several occasions. Moses stayed on the Mountain of God 

forty days (Exodus 24:18 and 34:28).  The Israelite spies were in Canaan forty days (Numbers 13:25).  

Elijah journeyed forty days until he reached the cave where he had his vision (I Kings 19:8).  Nineveh 

had the ax hanging over its head forty days (Jonah 3:4).  And Jesus spent forty days in the wilderness 

fasting and being tempted (Luke 4:1-13).  In all cases, circumstances were exceptional, even portentous. 

 

The ashes of Ash Wednesday are applied with two sets of words; 1) “Remember that you are dust, and 

to dust you will return;” 2) “Turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.”  The Church, 

accordingly prays, “Have mercy, Lord, we have sinned.”  And Jesus said “Woe to you Chorazin and 

Bethsaida:  Had Tyre and Sidon seen the works which have been done in your precincts, they would 

have long ago donned sack cloth and ashes.”  Those who truly fear God always sense their sinfulness 

when they see his works, and those who do not fear him do not truly love him, for they never really 

experience his mercy.  We see his works in Word and Sacrament.  Let’s gladly put on sackcloth and 

ashes and experience the fullness of his mercy. 

 

And so it is fitting that Lent be a season where we survey the magnitude of our sin that drove our Lord 

to the cross for us.  Yes, Lent can be viewed as a gloomy time, but those who avert it also miss out on 

the great joyful experience that attends the forgiveness of sin.  It serves to remind us that refreshment 

comes in the Christian life as we turn from our sins and follow our Lord Jesus. Of course, the Christian 

is called to live a life of repentance—all the time. He who is forgiven much loves much. 

 

Historically many Christians have used the forty days preceding Easter as a special season of devotion 

to the Lord. Lent, in effect, provides us with an excuse to create space in our busy lives to seriously 

evaluate our relationship with the Lord and find new, unexpected avenues of refreshment in the riches 

of the gospel
